(honorarium provided). The selected Team BCSSA Manager will assist the Team BCSSA
Coach/Leader with logistical tasks, e.g. suit pool distribution, banquet tickets and

transportation issues.

Team BCSSA Mentoree Coach: designated in advance, position is a volunteer position
(honorarium provided). The selected Team BCSSA Mentoree Coach (if applicable) will
work with the designated Team BCSSA Coach or designated Team BCSSA Leader in a
mentoree role. The BCSSA Coaching Committee will apply on behalf of the Team BCSSA
Mentoree Coach, when necessary, to access the Coaches Box at the designated
competition. NOTE: coaches may apply to be a Mentoree Coach at other competitions
(i.,e those not listed below) through the year via the BCSSA Coaching Mentorship
Program online application form.
